TENTING GUIDELINES FOR EXHIBITORS

The following information has been excerpted the Howard County Fire Prevention Code and is provided in order to help make your participation in Highland Day as successful as possible.  The Event Committee has been working closely with the County Fire Department on this year’s event to assure compliance.  The Department has been highly supportive.  We look forward to a smoothly run event.

1.1. Any tent over 120 ft² requires a permit from Howard County Department of Inspection, License and Permits. Information on this process may be obtained by contacting 410-313-2436.

Tents and canopies used for food service require a permit from the Howard County Health Department
1.2. The tent or canopy shall have a label affixed stating that it complies with NFPA 701 or other testing standard approved by the AHJ.  (CA State Fire Marshal and CPAI-84)
1.2.1.1. Exception – Tents and canopies 100 ft² or less not used for cooking and/or not occupied by the public.

1.3. Tents and canopies shall not be set up inside a building unless approved by the AHJ.

1.4. Multiple tents and canopies less than 100 ft² cannot be placed next to each other. A 10ft. separation must be maintained.

1.5. Canopies or tents used for cooking shall not be occupied by the public.

1.6. A snuffing device designed for use with the chafing dish container shall be kept is close proximity to the serving area.

1.7. All electrical devices, wiring, and generators shall be permitted, inspected and approved by a Howard County Electrical Inspector prior to use.

1.8. Generators and other internal combustion power sources shall be separated from temporary membrane structures and tents by a minimum of 5 ft (1.5 m) and shall be protected from contact by fencing, enclosure, or other approved means. (NFPA 1 - 25.1.12.1
1.9. A minimum of one portable fire extinguisher with a rating not less than 2A-10BC shall be provided for canopies and tents up to 1500 ft² .  Tents and canopies greater than 1500 ft² shall comply with NFPA 10, Section 13.6.6.
