President’s Message     

 

As soon as we finalize plans for March’s meeting we will advise you. At our November 

meeting George Miller, SHA Engineer for our MD SHA District, and 

Captain Ellsworth Jones of the Howard County Police Southeast District appeared to 

discuss traffic safety and the related issue of enforcement of traffic laws. Captain Jones gave 

us the results of a speed study using new radar equipment. At the 85
th

, percentile, the base 

used by traffic design engineers, 108 traffic from Clarksville was at 48 MPH, and traffic 

from Ashton was at 44 MPH. Given that a portion of these vehicles were approaching 

vehicles either stopped or slowing for red lights, this is a higher-than-desired rate of speed. 

Capt. Jones has since ordered more enforcement, and I have observed it personally 3 times in 

the last 2 months. How about you? 

 George Miller heard a number of suggestions to calm traffic and agreed to consider 

them. Regarding the height of no turn on red signs, he has since ordered additional signs 

placed lower on the poles. 

GHCA’s opposing case proceeded before the Board of Appeals on January 28
th

. Our 

testimony stressed that 9500 square foot building on a 1-Acre residential lot was out of 

character in terms of size, mass and design with the surrounding residences and would have 

severe adverse effects on the adjoining properties while altering the essential character of the 

neighborhood. The hearing will continue with our final testimony, followed by rebuttal by 

the proponents.
