President’s Message   

 

Please note our next meeting will be on a Wednesday, June 23, 2010. We have 

unfinished business including election of Board members and Officers for 2010-11, and a 

discussion of planning a social gathering around the August concert in Schooley Mill Park. 

We will also discuss the latest initiative with Howard County officials to promote significant 

changes to the zoning regulations. Please plan to attend and engage in these discussions, and 

we ask you arrive early to sign in. 

Against the odds, GHCA won its case in opposition to the 16-bed residential 

care/nursing home before the Board of Appeals on April 22. The Board voted 4-1 to deny the 

application, citing the mass and size of the 9500-square-foot building on a 1-acre lot, while 

adding that no evidence had been submitted to support the variance request. Board members 

noted the building was “shoehorned on a small lot....just too big.... not compatible.” Various 

GHCA witnesses had stressed all these points, and that it would have severe adverse effects 

on the adjoining properties while altering the essential character of the neighborhood.  When 

the final order is published the applicant has 30 days to appeal in the MD Courts. On behalf 

of all the witnesses and those who spent hours in this effort, I want to thank all of you who 

attended and supported us in various ways, including those of you who loyally pay your 

dues. It makes a difference to us and to the Howard County officials.  

The next step will be a series of meeting with the Executive and Legislative branches 

to seek changes to the zoning regulations regarding the conditional use process and the use of 

the Density Exchange Option to transfer development rights to our RR District.  

  

Thanks again to all the members of the Allnutt family for telling us the history of the 

world famous dairy farm established right here in Highland.
